Exhibit Activity
After an introduction to the Holocaust and preparing students for the field trip, discuss the field trip activity and how it will be used to process through

Side 1:  Graphic Organizer

Side 2:  Options and Quote


Students are to select one option (video segment, photograph or 


propaganda poster) and a quote to reflect upon the Nazi perspective 


on race.

Suggestion:  For the class period following the field trip, display a quote from the exhibit as students enter the room. 

For instance:

“The question is whether we will ever be able to learn from history.”

Served as an official observer at the Nuremberg Doctors Trial (1946-47)

Describe it and include why it makes an impact on you:

Option 3:  Propaganda Posters.
Decide how one of the numerous posters illustrates the Nazi ideal for physical perfection for an individual ‘from’ the master race OR how Jews were portrayed as sinister.
Required:  Pick a quote.
